THERMA-FLOW® MODESTY CURTAIN 
MODEL: 01052163 

PRODUCT DESCRIPTION 
A highly visible, water-resistant, PVC coated nylon curtain used for Therma-Flow® models to provide immediate privacy. 

ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 
CAUTION: CHECK FOR ADEQUATE FLOOR STRENGTH. 
NOTES: 1. Floor mounting fasteners are not included. 
 2. Bolts (supplied by others) for floor flange should be long enough to allow at least a ½” bolt clearance for 

nut attachment. 
Concrete: Secure the floor flange (stainless steel or galvanized steel) using four (4) expansion anchors or equal type anchors. 
 NOTE: If a concrete base is required ensure raised area is no more than 2” from standing level. 
Metal: Secure floor flange using four (4) ½”-13 UNC machine bolts for thick metal surface (drill and tap thick metal 

surface) or four (4) ½”-13 bolts and nuts for thin metal surface. 
Wood: Secure floor flange using four (4) ½” x 3” diameter lag screws. 

NOTE:  Horizontal and vertical pipe referenced in the instructions below relates to the installed orientation. 
1. Read assembly instructions thoroughly prior to attempting assembly. Identify all 

component parts in the kit prior to assembly by laying parts out on a horizontal 
work surface and using Figure 1 drawing as a reference. 

2. After parts identification and layout, assemble 1¼” pipe (3) to 
coupling (2) and floor flange (1). 

3. Connect both pipes (3) with union (4). 
4. Assemble pipe (3) and horizontal 1” pipe (6) with elbow (5). 
5. Attach elbow (7) to horizontal (6). 
6. Assemble short pipe (T.O.E.) (8) to elbow (7). 
7. Insert two curtain rod halves (9) into mounting block (10). 
8. Clamp mounting block (10) to 1¼” vertical pipe (3) approximately 15” below 

horizontal pipe (6) with U-bolts (11) [2 each block], washers (12) [4 each 
block] and lock nuts (13) [4 each block].  Repeat on short pipe (8). 

9. Adjust clamps to allow the curtain rod to be maintained on a horizontal 
plane and tighten lock nuts. 

10. Position curtain assembly upright next to the shower such that the 
shower head is in the center of the curtain rod, approximately 17” 
from the front mounting block (10) allowing the floor flange (1) to be 
positioned approximately 15” to the right or left of the shower, 
assuring that the shower pull rod is inside the curtain. NOTE: This 
location should allow 17” clearance from the center of the shower 
head to the curtain rod. Adjustment may be made by rotation of the 
upper assembly through union (4). Ensure that the curtain assembly 
does not interfer with shower.  See Figure 2. 

11. Attach the curtain assembly floor flange securely to the ground in the 
orientation described in Step 10. 

12. Attach the curtain hooks (15) to the modesty curtain (14) [not shown]. 
13. Attach the curtain hooks (15) to the curtain rod (9) such that the 

eyewash will extend to the front through the slit in the rear of the 
modesty curtain.  See Figure 3. 

14. Verify that the modesty curtain does not interfere with the operation 
of the shower, eyewash or drench hose. Adjustment can be made by 
looseniing the lock nuts (13) on the mounting blocks located on the 
vertical piping or the union. When not in use, tie curtain back with 
VelcoÒ fastener provided on curtain, allowing open access to shower.
